Turnip helped the General to Escape

Has a turnip ever made you laugh? For one whole week one gave a number of others and myself many deep satisfying chuckles. This is how it happened. The story long kept a secret, may now be told as it is most unlikely to hurt anyone.

The Civil war was at an end. The “Legion of the rearguard” had laid aside their arms. The long hunger strike of the prisoners had been called off and those who had been in Mountjoy, in Kilmainham and in other places of detention were moved to Hare Park in the Curragh. This was a large rectangular compound with a deep wide trench all around. To further protect it there were coils upon coils of barbed wire on the outside of the trench.

Inside this compound were rows of prisoners huts. High sentry boxes at each corner were occupied day and night. After dark the outer circuit and along the lines were all brilliantly lighted. Escape which never leaves the mind of a prisoner, seemed impossible. 

And yet one man Peadar O’Donnell had got away. The Guards did not know just how. But they decided that no other prisoner was going to get outside the barbed wire entanglements. Discipline was stepped up. Each hut contained about thirty men and the counting and checking of occupants was now being done every morning and evening as well as perhaps two or three times during the day. Each man had to stand at the end of his bunk for the check up by the Guards.

The late Major General Michael Kilroy was in our hut. He made up his mind that he must escape. But for his idea to succeed he must first pretend to be ill. We thought this was silly. If he were moved to hospital we knew that two medical orderlies were always on duty in each ward. Surveillance was continuous. Others had tries that and we knew it was useless. But Michael persisted in going “sick” and having exchanged bunks with another prisoner, he was now next to the door. For a fortnight he lay there with his dark glasses, his knitted black beret and his book reading, just reading and being counted.

Each hut had one of their own men appointed as quarter-master for food distribution purposes. Ours was Mick O’Neill, one of those captured with me. One day he came to me and said: “Another good man gone wrong, Paddy. Your friend Mick Kilroy. Today he asked me to get him a turnip and to humour him I asked him what kind of turnip. He said about as big as his head. “And are you going to get one for him?” I asked . “Of course I will” replied O’Neill, “No trouble. Plenty of them up in the cook-house and you know Paddy, Kilroy has often told us about all the cures that are in herbs and roots. Maybe he believes there is something good in the old turnip. Anyway I’ll get him one twice as big as his head if that satisfies him. They grow big ones here in Kildare.”

Two days later the whisper went round that Kilroy had gone. But looking at his bunk you would see him still there reading. The book, the beret, the dark glasses (Tom Derrig’s this time), the face and the bulk under the blankets. Now whether in that hut we had one who could “chisel the likeness of the chief” in stone. I do not know, but I can testify that someone got every feature of Michael Kilroy perfect with a knife from the large turnip. And he was counted, yes counted day after day by the guards for over a week. Now you know why we got that deep gurgling pleasurable laugh from looking at a turnip. The one morning a nice, genial sympathetic guard was doing the check-up, and he went over closer to see how this poor sick prisoner was. He put his hand on his forehead and said to us “This poor devil is bad. I’m going to report him the medical orderly and have him removed to hospital”  “You’ll want a stretcher said O’Neill as that fellow isn’t able to walk’. “Right” says the Guard and away he went and shortly after the stretcher was taken by two orderlies to our hut. Wouldn’t you have enjoyed that”. By this time Michael was with Jack Mellet of Crossboyne.  Michael O’Cleary escorted him further west and he was soon amongst his neighbours in Newport and around there. I’m sure you will like to be told how he did get out. Well just like O’Donnell did in the rubbish cart. Sometimes the man in charge of this – a civilian- would for consideration take the risk. And it was great risk. Guards were always around and it might be a couple of hours after the prisoner was covered up in the bottom of the cart before the vehicle could be driven out of the compound. Or the sentry at the exit gate might root around with his bayonet , any event it would be hours before he was out of that great flat Curragh where not even a hare could hide. Give another day to get amongst sheltering friends and you see why a good turnip sculptor was a must.

God rest you Micheal. You were a real friend to a lot of us and no man loved Mother Ireland more than you did or was more prepared to make sacrifices that she might win her freedom.

Death of Mulranny Priest

We deeply regret to record the death of Rev. Martin O'Donnell; late of Errew Monastery, which took place in the Regional Hospital, Galway on Sunday. His remains were removed to Mulranny Church on Monday evening. Rev. Fr. O'Donnell, who was the author of a history in Irish of the Aran Islands, was born in Mullranny. He was ordained at Maynooth in 1908 and spent two years in Spiddal. From 1910 to 1914 he was Professor of Irish at St. Jarlath's College,Tuam.

Between 1914 and 1959 he served in Kilmaine, Aran Islands, Keelogues, Clifden, Corner Chapel, and Menlough.

In 1959 he was appointed chaplain at Errew Monastery.

He was brother of the late Pat O'Donnell, Co. C., Newport.

On Tuesday, His Grace, Most Rev. Dr. Walsh, Archbishop of Tuam, presided at Requiem High Mass for the repose of his soul in Mulranny Parish Church. The celebrant was Rev. M. Moran, C.C., Mulranny. Very Rev. T. Canon Killeen P.P., Newport, was deacon; Rev. B. Horan, C. C., Newport was sub-deacon and Rev. M. Walsh, Archbishop's Secretary, was master of ceremonies.

In the course of a panegyric the Archbishop said: "Fr. O'Donnell was ordained in 1908. He spent some years on the Mission before being appointed Professor of Irish in St. Jarlath's College. He knew Irish well but I would say that it was during his time in Tuam his interest and enthusiasm for the language reached their full development so he became a really finished Irish scholar in the best sense. During all the years that followed he devoted himself to the study of the language and the antiquities of Ireland. Now the country will mourn the passing of a fine scholar. 

He was a man of very high principle, honourable and straight in all his dealings, carrying on the splendid traditions he had inherited. In every parish where he worked he earned the esteem and regard of the people. I feel sure that not only here in Mulranny but in places as far removed as Aran Isles and Spiddal the prayers of the people will be joined with ours today that the good God will give Fr. O'Donnell a place high amongst the Irish saints near Patrick and Kieran and Enda and Columba.

Inexperienced Newport Boys go under to Claremorris

Newport Secondary School with a very limited selection mad a gallant but unsuccessful attempt to win the Colleran Cup for the first time at McHale Park, Castlebar on Saturday.

But in going under to a bigger and more experienced St. Colman’s side they showed amazing fighting spirit and with most of this side available for next year’s competition must stand a great chance of success.

The game which had its exciting periods, was somewhat marred by a strong wind and the players, especially the lighter Newport boys, found it difficult to adapt themselves to the conditions.

The winners, taking advantage of the elements in the opening half, were in complete control and were not in any way flattered with their 0-7 to 0-1 interval lead. During this period they camped in the Newport half of the filed and with T.J. Farragher and M. Cawe in rampant form throughout gave many worrying moments to the losers defence. Their goals were of the lucky variety but no blame to the Newport goalie who although on the small side could hardly be faulted for the one that went in over his head.

But I thought Newport adopted the wrong tactics against this strong breeze. They should have concentrated more on defence in the opening minutes, but instead tried an all out attack which in its own useful time is a great thing. Their defence was too weak to cope with the determined attacks of the Claremorris boys and had they brought one of their center filed men to the half back line it could have proved a successful venture. 

And in the second half, trailing by twelve points one would have thought they would have placed special emphasis on attack. This was the opportune time to bring towering C. Loftus from full back to center of the field. But it was only in the closing minutes this move was made which was then tantamount to locking the stable door after the horse had bolted.

Claremorris deserved to win. They were a more experienced and stronger combination and were and were quick to settle down to the unsuitable conditions. With height and weight in the center lines and speed on the wings they quickly exploited all Newport’s weaknesses and at half time had the game well under control.

Newport fought gallantly all through the second period but the inability of their forwards to take a score had fatal consequences. Time and again they missed easy scoring chances either through hasty shooting or failing to find the loose man. They had enough chances to pull the game out of the fire but it was just not their day.

But they need not be despondent about this defeat. With much training and many challenge games they could well develop into one of the most promising college sides in the country. They can already boast of victories over Castlebar, Westport and Ballinrobe and with the experience of this year’s competition could well go a step further in next years struggle.

Claremorris were best served by O’Reilly (goal), Carey, Jennings, McDonnell (in defence); Keane and Egan had a pull in midfield while Farragher, McCallick and Cawe were the pick of the attack.

For Newport, Davitt in goal, although small for the position made some daring saves in the first half.    

 Loftus at full back had a towering game and with a little more support could well have made this a ding-dong struggle. Reid, Chambers and McGee tried hard in the half line. J. McGee at mid field from whom so much was expected never found his true form during the game. His partner Masterson played his heart out but the opposition in this sector was just a little too much.

Reconstruction of Newport Harbour Wall.

Mayo County Council is to ask the Board of Works to prepare a scheme for the reconstruction of the 1000 ft long Newport Quay Wall.

This move is being made on the suggestion of the County engineer, Mr. J.A. Egan, who considers the reconstruction work “an unfair burden to leave on the council” and said the estimated cost was £30,000.

Mr. Martin McGrath (chairman): it seems like the wall of China to me.

 Co. Engineer – We find it very difficult to get money to maintain piers and harbours.

This is a free harbour and quite a number of sizeable boats come into it. The wall is dangerous and we may be deprived of the use of that Quay unless we get the wall built. But it would cost too much to repair the whole wall. 

The board of Works is responsible for a large number of quays and this one being so large it is an unfair burden to leave it to the County Council.

We should go into whatever financial aid possible and explore it in full. In the meantime it would not stop this if approval was given to appoint a consultant and have an estimate.

We want to get this done in the most economic manner possible.

Mr. O. Hughes – Why would we take any responsibility if there is any possibility of the B.O.W. doing it. We should pass the responsibility to them and ask them to prepare a scheme.

Mr. J. Leneghan- Would it cause a very big upset if the B.O.W. estimated the cost of repairing it at £15,000?

Co. Engineer – if Mr. Hughes and the rest of the Council feels there is a chance of getting it done then you should follow it up.

Mr. L. MacLochlinn, Co. Manager- It is a new proposal to me and we can take up the suggestion made by Mr. Hughes and find out if they will do it. If they are not prepared to do it we will have to come back here and appoint a consultant. 

Mr. J. Blowick - Wasn’t the big £350,000 scheme in Galway carried out by the Board of Works. 

Newport is a harbour that should not be let down. It is valuable to the county.

Mr. B. Lyons – I believe the B.O.W. will not enter into this thing in the capacity of doing the whole job or providing the whole money.

We have a course open to ask them and if they refuse we can ask them for a special grant.

£30,00 is a lot of money but coming by way of a grant is not a tremendous one. If there is any traffic into Newport harbour the £30,000 would be well spent.

He proposed they explore the two avenues open to them.

Mr. Martin J. McGrath (chairman) seconded.

Mr. Leneghan – Ask them to give us an estimate.

Why must Newport wait for an accident?

The introduction of speed limits through towns and built-up areas was commended by this paper and welcomed by most people. The 30 mph signs have now become a common sight and most motorists, anxious, to observe the rules are on the look-out for the circular signs when approaching towns, some of which are at a ridiculous distance from the town centre.

But more ridiculous still is the noticeable absence of such signs in Newport, the town noted for its bottleneck and dangerous crossings. When Local Government officials and Garda representatives met in Castlebar some months ago to finalise the arrangements for speed limit areas it is difficult to understand why Newport, the gateway to Achill Island, was not included in the list. The reason for its elimination, we understand, is because the town had no fatal accident during the past number of years.

Believing in the old axiom that "prevention is better than cure" we feel that a fatal accident should not be necessary to safeguard its residents from care-free drivers, who are delighted to take advantage of the missing signs.

 Small wonder then that parents in Newport are up in arms over the refusal of the authorities concerned to provide a Garda on duty for two half hours each day, on five days of the week at a dangerous corner, while young children are coming from and going to school.


Perhaps the "brass" feel it would be establishing a precedent for other areas to accede to the request but there, should be no more difficulty involved than providing men for the usual tax inspection day. Is not the life of one individual more important than a hundred traffic prosecutions?


 Providing speed limits, or a Garda for school duty, cannot be interpreted as the answer to increasing dangers from traffic in Newport but it could go a long way in eradicating the ever present risk.

We had occasion, recently to refer to the need for such necessities in Newport We will continue to ride our "hobby-horse" until they are provided. In the meantime we hope the people responsible for their absence will not wait for an accident to stir them into action.

Burrishoole nearly left it late at Islandeady

Surely we can do a little than this: Burrishoole (holders) and hot favourites to retain the Cusack Cup made heavy work of collecting a valuable brace of points from their first round West Mayo Championship game against Islandeady on Sunday. And without a shadow of doubt the winners cannot hope for another victory in the competition if they continue to serve up such puerile performances.

It may well have been the adverse weather conditions, a gale force wind blew right down the pitch which completely militated against good football, but never have I seen such a poorly contested game.

And if we are to have many games like this one then I can foresee many difficulties in nominating the "Mayo News" Sports Star of the year. Certainly, as one of the Sports Staff, this game will not rate highly with me when the time comes for making a final analysis. 

But this was the first outing of the season, and we can only hope that those bone-crushing teams will show improvement in their remaining games. If they don't then everything points to a dull Championship this year.

Burrishoole deserved to win, but only just. They were expected to win comfortably and should have done so when one considers they were only two points in arrears after playing against the gale in the first half. And that was where, their trouble started. Obviously certain of the points at this stage they began to play with a graceful glow of confidence which almost led to their downfall.

Their half-back line and centre-field pair continually sent in wild, lofty centres which for a small attacking line was completely useless. And more often than not those centres were not judged too accurately as many of them were off target accounting for their ten wides in this half.

And they had to wait until the fifteenth minute before getting on terms through a brilliant Mickey Kelly effort. 

From then until the final whistle blew some minutes later, the winners were on top but only succeeded in adding three points to their total - a feeble effort when one considers the measure of superiority they enjoyed. The losers had their moments also. With gale advantage in the first half they called the tune but like the winners, they squandered many chances. They had eleven wides to their credit in the opening half and but for a lucky Geraghty goal, late in this half their position at half time would have been a precarious one.

For Burrishoole, McNulty, in goal, brought off some fine saves especially in the opening minutes.

The full back line of Quinn, Nixon and Cannon, without being brilliant, stuck like glue to Islandeady's inside men. Brendan Ruttledge at centre-half had a very good first half but seemed to take things a little for granted in the second period. Wing halves, L. Walsh and P. Monaghan (in the first half ) were also to the rescue throughout the hour.

Connolly was the better of the midfield pair. His partner and captain M. Kelly, who seems to have lost some of his neat touches, only came into the game in the second half. Up front Browne at right half-forward was always onto the loose ball. Loftus on the forty, had his moments while Peadar McGee has played better games

Jackie Rumley is obviously not cut out to be a full forward and only showed his class when operating during the first period in the half back line. His corner men, C. Loftus and S. Kelly, tried hard without much success. 

For Islandeady their goalkeeper, Kirby was undoubtedly their star performer and alone, defied the Burrishoole attack on many occasions especially in the second half. Keeping his goal intact right through such a game was no mean achievement.

Henry Needham at full back, Richie Needham at centre-half and Ludden in the right corner had also their moments.

Geraghty at centre-field put in a wonderful hour's football. But he received very little help from his team mates. In attack Conaboy, O'Brien and Denneny impressed.

HOW THE SCORES CAME

Although playing against the gale in the opening half, Burrishoole were first to score when Connolly pointed from a 30 yards free. Ten minutes later the home team equalised through Conaboy (from a free).

Eight minutes later O'Brien put Islandeady ahead with a point from a free and after Connolly sent a close in free wide for Burrishoole Geraghty scored the only goal of the game from far out on the wing when his shot was deflected to the net by a Burrishoole defender.

T. Loftus had points for Burrishoole in the 26th and 29th minutes to leave the half time score, 1-2 to 0-3 in favour of the losers.

Rumley had a Burrishoole point two minutes after the interval, but six minutes later Geraghty replied for Islandeady.

Newport Players take Senior Doubles Title

From the gong, the Newport players went towards the laurels and tossed with better effect to collect, the first: two games 21-8; 21-14.

But the third game saw Charlestown dictating the play. Walsh was the "danger man" in the combination. He played brilliant shots to such an effect that he inspired Fleming. Fleming in turn showed some of his never-to-be-forgotten 1956 form. In this game the Newport players were stopped at 21-12.

With the scoreboard reading two games to one in favour of Newport, the question arose—could the Walsh/Fleming combination prove a better team? Had the Newport players shot their bolt?

The questions were quickly answered on the resumption of play. Tossing from the centre, McGee gave Fleming many anxious moments in the right corner. Try though he did to upset this tactful move by McGee and Connolly, even the maestro, Mickie Walsh, could not cope with a job which called for a "two-man" effort. Newport settled the issue in, this game by winning, out 21-1.

Ambassador Mahoney’s wife (nee Doyle), though born in San Francisco is also of Irish parents.

Staying at Renvyle House during his visit to the west of Ireland, Ambassador Mahoney said the scenic beauty of the west of Ireland was breath-taking.

He briefly outlined his own eventful life to me. A naval officer in World War II, he was educated in the University of Notre Dame and qualified as a lawyer. He was appointed District attorney of Phoenix, Arizona and through his father entered the political field.
He became a personal friend of President Kennedy and assisted him in his 1960 campaign for election.

On May 22, 1962, he was appointed U.S. Ambassador to Ghana and on Jun 15 of that year took up his position.

He flew from Ghana to London and then on to Dublin for his Irish visit.

In Dublin Ambassador Mahoney and his wife visited president de Valera, who is a close friend of Mrs. Mahoney’s family. During his visit to the U.S. in 1919 President de Valera was guest of her family and during their meeting in Dublin he recalled the visit vividly.

With Ambassador Mahoney and his wife are their eight children, four boys and four girls: William, Gladys, Mary, Richard, Eileen, Lawrence, Justin and Noel who is four months old and was born in Ghana.

Before leaving Ireland they hope to visit Mr. Sean MacBride, S.C., in Dublin, who is a personal friend of theirs and whom they met in Ghana.

During the week the Ambassador and his family were entertained at a function in the home of Mr. Christopher McNulty, his cousin.

Ballintubber and Burrishoole to clash in West final

Burrishoole 1-7;
Castlebar 1-6.

Surely this was the West's greatest hour of football glory. All that is good , some of which can be great of divisional football was to be seen at sun-kissed Westport on Sunday, where reigning champions, Burrishoole , edged their way into yet another West mayo Junior decider. But oh how they had to fight to repel the heroic effort of a vastly improved Castlebar team and keep intact their two year old unbeaten record in championship football.


For sheer excitement and heart weakening thrills there was nothing to compare with this battle royal, acclaimed by the record attendance, gate receipts amounted to £69, as the greatest junior championship game ever played at the venue. And how unhesitantly I say "amen" to that.


The football, although by no means of the top bracket, was nevertheless of a high standard but whatever shortcomings it may have had in this respect, the closeness of exchanges and all round excitement more than compensated the thoroughly satisfied customers who so often pray for games like this but are so seldom privileged with such a spectacle. So much so that I am convinced this game will be a fireside topic for many a year to come.


This game certainly lived up to pre-match expectations. And above all and by far more important than the actual winning or losing of a game was that the game was contested throughout in a spirit of exemplary sportsmanship that reflects great credit on all thirty players. 


In championship games such as this one where deadly rivals meet, one is inclined to expect minor incidents especially if there is little between teams. But this was a game with a difference. It was a close game, as likely to see, but free throughout. And what a pleasing task it is for me to report such a proud fact especially during a period when the needle element had been so prevalent in West Mayo Championship games. 


Burrishoole go marching on, on to yet another divisional decider. Their opponents on this occasion will be hard-hitting Ballintubber, who surprisingly defeated Achill in the second semi-final. But no matter how hopeful we may be it is unlikely we will be treated to such a football exhibition as the Burrishoole-Castlebar clash. 


On reflection now the only regrettable point about this game was that some team had to lose. A draw would have been a fitting result but had this been the case, Burrishoole would surely be considered the unlucky team of the year. 


They just about deserved their win. They stuck to their task right along and it was in the final ten minutes, when it seemed all was lost, they really showed their true worth as champions by coming out on top to sway the issue.


But all credit to Castlebar for a wonderful exhibition. Although handicapped by the absence  of John Dunne, Sean Flynn, Paul D'Arcy, and Joe Bourke (for part of the game), they nevertheless stuck to their mission with grim determination and in going under by a solitary point to such a team as Burrishoole achieved more than many a better team achieves in victory. They can feel proud of their performance and with a lingering memory of this game can enter next year's championship with renewed hope of success.


The game, as I have already stated, was a close one. Statistics bear me out on this point. Of the thirteen points scored in this game ten of them were from placed balls. All Castlebar points came from frees while both goals came as a result of melees. It was no game for fancy football.


So close in fact was the marking that throughout the hour we did not see any signs of football combination the teams are capable of displaying under different circumstances.


Although   playing   against a slight breeze in the first half, the winners were first to settle down and were completely on top in the opening minutes. But if they were, their forwards must have been suffering from stage shock as they only succeeded in registering two points in the opening quarter while their tally of wides amounted to five. One felt at this stage they would pay dearly for their faulty shooting.


Towards the end of the first quarter Castlebar gradually began to settle down and come more into the game. This was partly due to a switch which brought John Flannelly from left half forward to centre-field to partner Seamus Horkan. 


Up to this point Mickey Kelly and Peadar McGee had been completely on top.  McGee, with his menacing solo-runs, was playing havoc around the mid-field area and was too much of a handful for Sean Rice. His activities were somewhat curtailed by Flannelly thereby bringing the losers more into the game. But like their opponents, the Castlebar attack was off key and seemed amiss as to-the positioning of the goal-posts.


The trend of play continued to vary and midway through the half the winners regained control and succeeded in increasing their lead to 0-4 to 0-1.

Castlebar, by no means disheartened, hit back in the closing minutes of the second quarter, and thanks to the accurracy from placed balls of John Flannelly succeeded in drawing on terms with their rivals before the half time whistle blew.


With the sides on level terms at half time there was much speculation as to who would survive but the general consensus of opinion among supporters was that the fittest team would come out on top. I fell in with this opinion as I felt at this stage that all round football skill would not be of paramount importance as the closing minutes approached.


After the resumption the losers made a gallant bid to break away into an early lead and while they were first to score after two minutes were never allowed increase that lead. There was no score for the following ten minutes as the winners tried everything to get on terms while Castlebar, with, equal determination, pulled no punches in their efforts to maintain their lead. Then full-forward Martin Kelly was fouled and Padraic Connolly cooly put his side on level terms once more.


Encouraged by this score the winners hit back and three minutes later scored their goal following a melee. To any other team this would mean the end but not to Castlebar. They surged into attack and availing of the winners only carefree moment, got through to score the equalising goal through Mick Tonry.


The excitement mounted immediately and for the remaining minutes it was a red hot ding-dong struggle. Burrishoole went into the lead through a Connolly free but back came the losers to equalise through Flannelly.


Then came the all important point in the 27th minute when Padraic Connolly sent over what proved to be a match winner and the final point of the game.


On the day's play, ' Burrishoole just about deserved their one-point victory although it was a game that could have gone either way for most of the hour. This was easily their hardest game to date and should stand to them when they line up against Ballintubber in the final on October 6th.


They have certainly come a long way since I had first seen them this year against Islandeady. Their mentors to whom all credit is due, have succeeded in blending them into a formidable combination and must now be strong favourites to retain the Cusack Cup. Certainly the team that beats them will be a great side.


And what of Castlebar. They have no reason to show signs of despondancy. They did their best which as it now transpires, was not good enough. 


Like any other team, they had their faults, but their greatest was in my opinion, being guilty of petty fouls in front of goal and even out around the centre-field area.  And with Padraic Connolly, in shooting form the fouls proved costly ones. 


But Castlebar players will be first to admit they were beaten by a better team. They were beaten at centre-field and with their half back line not functioning properly it was a little too much to expect a win.


McNulty in the Burrishoole goal gave a five star performance throughout although he was fortunate on one or two occasions not to have been bundled over the line. He made many and numerous saves during the game and few could blame him for the Castlebar goal.


Their full back line, regarded by many, as the strongest line of the side, did not rise to any great heights on this occassion. But then they gave little or nothing tO the Castlebar full forward line.


Tony Nixon had more than a handful in coping with Mick Tonry; Brendan Ruttledge was as cool and as steady as ever at right corner and had never to pull anything special out of the bag to deal with Pat Holian. 


Pat Cannon at left full cleared brilliantly at times but seems to be addicted to holding. He was in fact responsible for three of the Castlebar points as they came direct from frees as a result of his holding.


Liam Walsh at right half was also on the top of his form as was Jack Rumley and J. Ryan. This was accepted as Burrishoole's weak line but against Castlebar, they certainly showed improved form.


Burrrshoole were on top at centre field where captain, Mick Kelly and the elusive Peadar McGee had much the better of the exchanges with Seamus Horkan and Sean Rice. McGee was at his brilliant best in the opening period and although he eased off slightly as the game progressed he was nevertheless a constant danger. Kelly, against the whole sixteen stone of Seamus Horkan, played a captain's part and never gave up trying


In attack they had a most dangerous performer in Padraic Browne. He was a defender's headache for the sixty minutes and gave the Castlebar defence many anxious moments as he raced through time and again. Padraic Connolly on the forty, while not at his, best, was impressive and contributed in no small way to his side's win. Tony Loftus on the right wing has played better games for his club but was a danger right through although off the target on many occasions.


In the full-forward line, Kelly was dangerous. He had some neat points to his credit and made many openings for corner men McMahon and Monaghan who had their moments.


Tom McGrath in the losers goal dealt capably with what came his way. Their best defender was Jimmy Heneghan at right corner. Jimmy, having his first game in three months, cleared often, and. well at right corner especially in the second half when the winners put on the pressure.



Mick Neary in the left corner did many praiseworthy deeds. Full back, Myles Lyons was obviously affected by the first half injury; and could never get to grips with the game.

Joe Bourke, who made an unexpected appearance early in the second half, was always in the limelight and was a rock in defence—a rock on which many Burrishoole attacks perished.


Vincent Cryan had to retire with an ankle injury early on but up to his retirement had been playing solidly. Aiden Brett tried as hard as any player has attempted to cope with Padraic Browne but more often than not failed. Martin McManemon at left half was more impressive in the first half although he never gave up trying.


Horkan and Rice at centrefield tried but in vain to break the winners' supremacy in this area. But it was not their day.


In attack Flannelly was their most impressive player. He kept bobbing up in the most unexpected; places and made matters pretty awkward for the winners at times.


Frank McDonald on the forty tried hard but Frank has played better games. To add salt to the wounds he seemed, to have left his shooting boots behind. 


Tommy Ainsworth, so many times a Castlebar match-winner, never really got going although he, distributed the ball cleverly. This by the way was Tommy’s last championship game. What a loss this is to West Mayo football.


Mick Tonry was the best of the full forward line and proved more than a handful for Tony Nixon.


Owen McDonagh was dangerous at right corner but was given very little room to move by Pat Cannon.


Pat Holian in the left corner could never find his feet and missed many easy scoring chances. 

HOW THE SCORES CAME

Playing against the breeze in the first half, the winners were first to attack and Padraic Connolly put them in front after two minutes, with a point from a free and after full forward, Martin Kelly, had been pulled down.

Play swung from end to end before Flannelly equalised in the eleventh minute with a point from a 21 yards free after Frank McDonald had been fouled.

Three minutes later Tony Loftus put the winners ahead with a well-taken point from a McGee free while almost immediately Connolly put them further ahead with a neat point.

In the twenty-first minute a Browne centre was fisted over the bar by Martin Kelly to give his side a three points lead.

Castlebar, hit back and two minutes later Flannelly pointed from a free. After McDonald was wide from a 35 yards free Flannelly came back a minute later to send over from way out the wing.

On the stroke of half time the same player put his side on level terms with a point from a free.

SECOND HALF

Castlebar were first to attack, after the resumption and Flannelly put them in front with a point from a 21 yards free. . After misses at both ends, Burrishoole equalised through Connolly in the 13th minute after Martin Kelly had been fouled.

Burrishoole's goal came in the sixteenth minute from a melee, but three minutes later the sides were on level terms once more when Tonry gained possession from a McDonald free to shoot his side's goal.

Connolly gave his side a point lead mmutes later but back came the losers to equalise through Flannelly from a free. 

Then in the twenty-seventh minute came the all-important score from Conolly from a 21 yards free. Castlebar tried to get on terms but failed leaving Burrishoole deserving winners 1-7 to 1-6. For the record, Burrishoole had eight wides in the first half compared with Castlebar's five. In the second half Burrishoole had two wides compared with Castlebar's four.

Exciting Game

Burrishoole, 2-4; Ballintubber; 1-2; 

The Cusack Cup went back again to Newport on Sunday evening. But for a few tense moments the coveted trophy rocked on its pedestal at Westport GAA Park, when Ballintubber "reds" gave promise of another surprise rally to pull the game out of the fire. The Burrishoole defence caught napping for a few minutes, withstood the onslaught and the seasiders had retained the West Mayo Football Championship for the second year in sucession.


The heavy rains of Sunday did not deter the fans. Both teams had a large legion of supporters and as West Final Day is the zenith of the sport in West Mayo, the large attendance was representative of all clubs in the division.


Burrishoole are worthy winners of the Championship. Their victory was over a gallant Ballintubber side, a side who by all the portend views expressed earlier this year, had not a chance. After their semi-final showing with Achill, the scales of chance had tipped.

The conditions, heavy rains and the resultant greasy sod accelerrated the hopes of  a Ballintubber victory. They were conditions which had suited them in the past and it had also to be considered and remembered that Ballintubber have a reputation of last-minute victories. An early lead by Burrishoole could not be taken as any indication of the final result. The spectators and the players had this in mind during the game. Were it not for this anticipation of the unexpected the game would have had little attraction. The conditions ruled out a high standard of play - but not excitement.


The half time whistle heralded a somewhat surprise result- Burrishoole 0-2; Ballintubber 0-2. The under strength Ballintubber side had held the scales on an even tilt and their ability to snatch a surprise victory rally in the second-half was predominant in the minds of all spectators.


With wind advantage Ballintubber failed to impress in the first-half but the standard of play by Burrishoole did not underline any marked superiority.


Eleven minutes passed before Ballintubber got within shooting range of the Burrishoole posts- then only to shoot wide. But Burrishoole after a point from a free by P. Connolly in the second minute were also off the mark.


The seasiders held the balance of play in the first half but with no advantage on the score-board. Countless scoring opportunities were squandered including an open shot at goal.


However a tonic goal by Martin Kelly four minutes after the resumption abraded the Burrishoole side. Their slumber was over, and by the sixth minute of the second half they had marked up an impressive six-point lead.


Impressive, only on the board. The lead was over Ballintubber the side who had chopped through a five points lead by Achill in the closing minutes of the semi-final game.


And Sunday's game, which despite the low standard of play held a ring of excitement throughout, saw Ballintubber bring the spectators to their toes with surging excitement, an excitement which brought panic to the Burrishoole side. All the result of a surprise goal mid-way through the second half.


From that moment the Ballintubber rally had been born and received vociferous support from the sideline. Only a goal separated the sides and Ballintubber, helped by a panic-stricken Burrishoole defence were back with more than a glimmer of hope for victory. 


Unbalanced unseated, the Burrishoole defence became a battle-ground of attacks by Ballintubber. The bombardment lasted a full seven minutes and what panic had gripped the backs was embedded only deeper by the display of their custodian of the net. 


It was panic which froze some of the Burrishoole backs; the ball was being fumbled in clearances and only a touch of the miraculous was keeping it clear of the net. It was apparent that even Burrishoole doubted their survival of Ballintubber's rally. Their morale had been severely damaged.


But just as quickly as they had fallen into a state of vulnerableness,  Burrishoole  got back in the game and a point from a free on the wing by Connolly provided the necessary revival tonic.


With a sense of reassurance Burrishoole went on to notch a further point three minutes later and though Ballintubber refused to accept defeat to the final whistle, they were prevented from taking the Cusack Cup from its holders.



It had been a close call for Burrishoole, but not one justifying defeat. They were superior in play and were the pace-makers. And the pace was fast, sometttnes furious. 


As a team Ballintubber gave more a one-man show than an actual team performance. The man—Murt Prendergast. All Ballintubber's scores came from his boot.


Despite all this I would not consider this to be Murt's best game by any means. In fact seldom have I seen him so shadowed in play. As always, he was on the move. He started right full forward switched to centre-half and later to right half.


There were constant changes and switches on the Ballintubber side. Full-forward S. Langan moved to the 40 yards in the second half, a move which showed no improvement in that sector.

Of the Ballintubber defence V.  Keane was stone on which most Burrishoole attacks were shattered and goalkeeper M. Corbett gave a very creditable performance.


The same could not be said for his Burrishoole counterpart S. Kelly, who, due to his fumbled clearances, could have given a gift victory to Ballintubber. It was quite evident that the Burrishoole keeper was either suffering from "final jitters" or just plain lack of ability. I would choose the latter. '

Balintubber's attacking unit was disjointed. S. Malone, Murt Prendergast and S. Langan were its most impressive members.


In the victor's defence unit there were also off-form players. B.Ruttledge, although making many fine clearances, misjudged several balls and left opportunities on a platter for the unavailing Ballintubber forwards. The remainder of the defence, apart from their moments of panic, gave a sound performance.

The youthful J. Ryan had his best game of the championship and was a star in his sector while J.Rumley showed a marked improvement on his semi-final performance.


Small but mighty was S. Browne in the Burrishoole attack where P. McGee, P. Connolly and Martin Kelly were his main supporters. Ex-St. Jarlath's player Kelly gave a sparkling performance.


The absence of regular keeper Gerry McNulty, off with a leg injury, had a noticable effect on the seasiders defence.

Scorers for Burrishoole were: Martin Kelly (2-0) and P. Connolly (0-4). Murt Prendergast scored Ballintubber's tally.

Mr. Padraic Bruen, Westport handled the game expertly and though it might be said, that he turned the blind eye on some ground collections, his refereeing was impartial.
