Handball should be played in all towns says Co. Chairman

“Industries are springing up in many towns and on an average 50 men are employed in each industry. It is my contention that handball should be available in all towns with any reasonable sized industry” said the Chairman, Mr. J. O’Donnell, Charlestown, at the Annual Convention of the Mayo Handball Board in the Travellers’ Friend Hotel, Castlebar on Thursday night. Continuing the chairman referred to the “wonderful upsurge” of handball in Mayo during 1961. Mayo had won five of the six Connacht softball championship titles last season and that revitalisation of handball in the county was due in the main to many tournament matches sponsored by the various clubs during the year. The county championship was usually completed in five weeks and afterwards the tournaments were extremely useful in keeping players active.

He stressed that handball was still confined to a strip across the county. The game should be organised in North Mayo and Ballina.

With all the industries springing up it was his contention that handball should be available in all towns with any reasonably sized industry. He appealed especially to Ballina to affiliate a club during the coming year.

No analysis of the year would be complete without mention of Sergeant P. Caulfield of Hollymount, who has been transferred to Kinnegad. For 22 years, during his term of Secretary and Treasurer, he kept handball going in Mayo and I feel we should find ways and means of marking his departure in a practicable manner”

In conclusion the chairman congratulated Paddy Bollingbrooke (Castlebar) on reaching the quarter-finals of the Gael-Linn championship and also paid tribute to the work and cooperation of the Secretary/Treasurer; the Rev. President and the various clubs.

Rev. R. Horan, C.C., Newport , President, expressed his delight at the resurgence of handball in Co. Mayo. A record number of nine clubs- an increase of five on the previous season- had taken part in the county championships last season – a factor that augured well for the future of the game.

The winning of championships, he said , was not the main thing, what was of primary importance was the number of players who took part in the competitions.

Mayo had won five Provincial titles last year and with a bit of luck could have won an All-Ireland championship. Their play was well up to All-Ireland standard, and it was gratifying to know that they were not lagging behind other parts of the country.

Mr. C. McGee’s (Treasurer) report showed a credit balance of £9-3-6.

Mulranny Application Refused. An application by Dr. J. Forbes, Mulranny, seeking an order to extend the time within which he might serve notice of intention to claim relief in respect of his home which is the old station residence at Mulranny, was refused by Judge J. Durcan, at Castlebar Circuit Court on Tuesday. The applicant, as an alternative sought compensation for disturbance. Mr J. W. O’Connor B.L. ( Mr. D. Lambe, solr., Ballina) appeared for the applicant; Mr. J.D. Kearns, B.L. (Mr. Gilmartin, solr., Castlebar) appeared for C.I.E.

Mr O’Connor said that the matter of temporary convenience was not stated in the agreement as should be required by the section. On the 5th December, 1960, C.I.E. wrote to Dr. Forbes and enclosed the notice to quit. Negotiations had been going on since 1959. Dr. Forbes had been very busy at that particular time of year. He asked that the extension of time sought would be granted. He would be prepared to undertake that the application for the new tenancy would be served within the earliest possible time. 

Judge Durcan said that when Dr. Forbes received the notice to quit he had one month in which to claim relief. He did not do that. He was then driven to the point to ask that the time be extended. He found it very difficult to find grounds which he could extend the time. He could take no other view but that it was a clear temporary convenience. He accordingly refused the application to extend the time in the notice of motion. He ruled that both parties would pay their own costs.

A meeting of Mulranny Comhairle Ceanntair (Fianna Fail) was held in Mulranny on Sunday 18th inst.

Deputy Calleary, Senator Ruane and Councillors Garrettt and Fadian were present. Delegates from the following Cumainn attended: Newport, Tirnaur, Mulranny, Corraun, Ballycroy and Tonragee. 

The following officers were elected: Chairman Peadar Kilroy, Newport. Vice do., Michael P. Gallagher, Corraun House; Corraun; Treasurer, Tommy Doherty, Mulranny; Secretary, R.G. Barrins, Ballycroy. The Chairman and Secretary were appointed as delegates to represent the Comhairle Ceanntair at meetings of the Dail Ceanntair.

The question of the appointment of a rate collector for Achill was the subject of a lively and lengthy debate.

Deputy Calleary, thanked the delegates for their support at the General Election and outlined the policy of the party.

He stated that, while there was no immediate sign of a General Election, and no reason to expect an Election, that all delegates present should convey to their respective Cumainn the need for organising thoroughly.

“There can be no doubt about it” he said “ that if we are well organised we will at the next Election, with God’s help, regain the seat we lost in North Mayo last October” and the only way, in his opinion, said Deputy Calleary to regain that seat was to organise and to do that organising in a thorough manner.

He dealt with the question of the use of machines in road repairing versus manual labour. He was of the opinion that work done by machines could have dangerous results especially from the point of view of unemployment and emigration.

On the question of forestry he said that the Department were anxious to get on with the job but they wanted their work to be successful. Hence the need for research and experiment in getting the most suitable type of trees.

Councillor Garrett thanked all those who voted for him and all those who helped in any way at the election. He gave an outline of the work being done and about to be done on county roads.

He said that since Christmas there was no money available for maintenance work on county roads. He promised to continue to fight for better roads and a more equitable distribution of the monies made available for road repairs etc. 

Councillor Fadian also spoke. A vote of sympathy with the relatives of the late Martin James Cassidy was passed unanimously all the delegates standing for a short period in silent prayer for the repose of his soul.

Charges against Newport fisherman dismissed. Defendant claims “Persecution by Garda”

Allegations that the Garda authorities were persecuting instead of prosecuting him were made by Patrick Kilroy, Derrada, Newport, at Castlebar Circuit court, on Tuesday, during a District Court appeal brought against him by John J. Chambers, clerk and inspector to the Bangor Fishery Board of Conservators, for having unlawfully in his possession five salmon and also for the unlawful sale of two salmon.

Mr J.W. O’Connor, B.L. (instructed by Mr. J. Gilmartin, Solr., Castlebar appeared for the appellant. Mr Kilroy the defendant was not professionally represented and defended his won case. Describing the case to Judge J. Durcan, Mr O’Connor said that as a result of information received gardai in Westport kept a watch on a licensed premises. They saw a person come out of the premises and hand a parcel to a lady in a car. When the Gardai went and opened the parcel they found that it contained two sea trout. Another lady in the car accepted responsibility for the trout and after she was brought in to the licensed premises by the Garda she pointed out the defendant as the man from whom she had purchased them from. Defendant on being asked if he had any more fish said that he had given a few more to a friend. That friend had given a false name but they found five more sea trout in his car. Gardai asked the defendant if he had a licence to fish to which defendant replied that he would produce it when charged. The trout were afterwards destroyed.

These facts were all proved in the District Court but then the defendant gave evidence that he had caught them six miles out from Newport. The District Justice then thought that this was prima facie proof. Even if it were to be accepted that he caught them six miles outside Newport he was still within the forbidden area under the Maritime Jurisdiction Act of 1959.Mrs Annie Flynn, Newtown, Castlebar in evidence said that on 6th July last she was in Westport where she bought two fish from the defendant for 4/- After she had been approached by the guard she handed them over to him. To the defendant witness said that she paid for the fish. To the judge she replied that her sixteen year old child went in to the shop for the fish and brought them out to her in the car.

Garda P. Halpin told the court that on that particular evening he was on duty. At about 4. 45 p.m. he was keeping a licensed premises under observation when he saw a young boy enter the premises and come out with a small parcel in his hand. He went over to the car and handed them to a woman. When witness arrived at the car the lady in the back seat had the parcel opened. There were two sea trout in the parcel. Mrs P.J. Kelly a sister of Mrs Flynn was also in the car. Witness then accompanied Mrs. Flynn into the premises and asked her to point out the person from whom she had bought the fish. She pointed out the defendant.

Witness then asked the defendant if he had any more fish. He said that he had some out in a car which he had given to a friend. Witness then accompanied the defendant and his friend to the car which was parked outside the door. From under the front seat of the car he took out a parcel and when he opened it there were five sea trout there.

He then asked the defendant if he had a licence to which he replied that he had. When asked to produce it he would do so if and when charged. Witness then seized the trout. He cautioned the defendant, who said that he had sold the fish to Mrs. Flynn for 4/-.. There were net marks behind the heads of the fish. Defendant – Isn’t it true , Guard, that its persecuting me you are instead of prosecuting? Why was I not summonsed for seven fish instead of five? You got Mrs. Flynn to sign a statement. You flustered her in to it.

Witness- You did not see me take any statement in writing.

Defendant- I do not have to wear glasses, thank God. I was looking at you for ten minutes doing it.

Witness – If I took a statement it would be in the file.

Defendant – It was a wrong statement. That is why it is not in the file. You got the fish destroyed after me leaving word in the barracks to put them in a deep fridge. I often sold fish in Westport and you often saw me but you will not admit it. 

Garda M. Gormley told the court that on this particular day he got word to go to Garda Halpin. When he arrived outside Flaherty’s public house Garda Halpin had the fish in his hand. He heard him ask the defendant if he had a licence to which the reply was that he had.

John J. Chambers, clerk and inspector to the Bangor Board of Conservators said that 

on that particular date no licence had been issued to the defendant. He had the summons issued after receiving the report from the Guards.

To the defendant he replied that he had been in the job since 1951. Michael Kelly said that he knew the defendant to be one of the Kilroy brothers.

Charles Roberts, Treenlaur, told the court that he owned a fishery right in the next village to Kilroy. He knew that the defendant’s uncle had a fishery right. To Mr. O’Connor, witness replied that a sea trout captured could have net marks on it. 

In his submission the defendant said that the fish were caught five to six miles outside the shores of Ireland. They were caught outside the boundary with a rod. They could have net marks as every man fishing with a rod also carried a net with him. He had been fishing for the past 35 years with licensed nets and unlicensed nets. “ I put it that I am under suspicion of taking fish from somewhere other than the sea.”

Mr. O’Connor – Even five or six miles out from Newport is still within the bounds of the Maritime Jurisdiction Act.

The judge said that the appellant had found an answer to the grounds on which the case had been dismissed before. He was quite satisfied that the summons was bad as it stood. They could not write two offences as on offence as was done in the summons against the defendant. He would be quite unhappy to do anything about the summons. It was all wrong on the summons and he could not convict the defendant. He accordingly dismissed the appeal.

Farmers impressed by Research Centre visit. Mountain Sheep farmers to organise October Sales-Show for Newport. Farmers in Mayo are to form a County Mountain Sheep Breeders’ Society, with a view to improved quality and prices of black-faced sheep. This was decided after 50 farmers had inspected the Sheep Research Station at Creagh, Ballinrobe, on Tuesday, which was recently taken over by the Agricultural Institute. The farmers from the Newport, Tiernaur and Louisburgh districts, who were welcomed by the head of the centre, Mr. J. Tierney, B. Agr. Sc. toured the 300 acre farm and inspected the various experiments carried out there, including dipping, footbaths and special laboratory for wool trials.

Mr. Seamus Hunt, Deputy C.A.O., who explained their mission, told the farmers that he hoped they would put into practice the different operations they had seen there, to improve the quality of their sheep.

“ A Sheep Breeders Association should be formed in Mayo,” he said and instanced the good work such associations were doing in Kerry and Donegal. “It may be possible later to organise sales in Mayo to attract more buyers,” he added.

The Co. Committee of Agriculture had allotted £50 provisionally towards the cost of inaugurating such a scheme and he hoped the farmers would avail of it.

Mr. John O’Brien, B. Agr. Sc., informed the farmers that sheep breeders in Tourmakeady had taken advantage of a Government scheme for mountain fencing and had manured part of their lands to improve the quality of the sheep. 

Commented Mr. Stephen Fahy, B. Agr. Sc., Westport: “I expect that in a short time an association will be formed, not alone to embrace Newport area, but the whole county.”

Dept. Inspector, Pat Flanagan, requested the farmers to get together to improve the quality of the sheep in the county. After the inspection tour the farmers at a meeting decided to form a Mountain Sheep Breeders Association in the county.

Mr Willie Sammon, the Macra na Feirme National Council representative, pointed out that Newport Show Committee had allotted £40 each year towards prize money for sheep. He felt the committee would give that amount towards the promotion of a separate show-sales in Newport on October fair day.

“If the Co. Agricultural Committee gave an additional £50 it would be reasonable money for any sheep show,” he remarked.

Most of the farmers agreed with the suggestion and it was decided to call a special meeting of mountain sheep breeders in the county for Newport in mid-May.

Also present at the tour of the research centre were Department officials, Tom McDonagh, Newport; Michael Dolan, Westport and P. Sweeney, Tourmakeady.

Sail-Yourself Boats for Family Bay Trips

Helping to keep alive a dying craft in Mayo is boat builder Pat McIntyre. In his well equipped workshop on the sea-shore at Acres near Newport, he is at present trying to beat a deadline to have a number of 15 ft punts afloat before the craze for a day on the sea grips those who heed the call of flying spray.

But the punts with a difference will not be for sale. Bachelor Pat – well known for his creation of labour-saving “gadgets” in his seaside bungalow home- is only catering for clients who wish to hire them for a day on Clew Bay.

He decided on the self-sail idea last year following several requests for such facilities from locals and tourists.

Said Mr McIntyre – “Though the market price for the boats is reasonably good it would not compensate me for the extra work and care I am putting in to the specially built craft.”

The boats which can accommodate six to eight people are carvel built on oak frames with larch planking. The beech keels are soaked in salt water for two months to give extra hardness. There is a deep transom to suit a 5 h.p. outboard engine. They can also be used under sail.

Most of the oak and beech timber was grown in Westport demesne, and cut by Messrs. P. J. Kelly and Sons.

There is not an inlet around the island-studded bay of which Pat has not expert knowledge. As well as building boats he has for years taken parties on cruises and fishing trips on its famed waters in a bigger craft which he has available during the tourist season.

With the scarcity of boat builders causing concern to Vocational Education Committees, whose members are anxious to have all their woodwork teachers trained in the age old trade, it is good to know that there are yet some men in the county prepared to cater for the person who likes to spend an odd day with his friends or family out the bay but can’t afford to purchase a boat.

Westport Just Pipped by Burrishoole Burrishoole, 1-5; Westport, 0-5.

This was a lively and entertaining West Mayo Junior Football game played at the G.A.A. park, Westport, on Sunday, which Burrishoole won by three points . But the final outcome was always in the balance and it was only the superb display by the winners’ defence which kept the homeside from at least sharing the points.

Such a result, however would have been against the run of play as Burrishoole had most of the ball. And the reason they had not a greater margin at the final whistle can be attributed to squandermania by a very erratic attack. On the other hand the losers made better use of their chances.

Westport had to field without P. Bruen, J. Duffy and D. Carroll and Burrishoole were short two in the attack. Had both sides been at full strength I think only the minimum margin would have decided the issue one way or another.

Backed by a slight breeze in the first half the winners were very slow to get the Westport posts “in range” and eight minutes had gone before they raised a red flag. 

A minute later full forward B. McHale blazed wide from 14 yards with only the goalie to beat. A second goal at this stage could have had a detrimental affect on the game.

During the second quarter the winners missed a number of good scoring chances and when they turned over with only a 1-3 to 0-3 lead it was thought the margin was not enough to survive the anticipated second half Westport rally.

Strangely enough it was in the second half Burrishoole gave their best display and had added two points to their lead entering the third quarter.

Then came two similar scores for the losers. With only a goal separating the sides the losers made a desperate effort for the equaliser and the Burrishoole goal had two narrow escapes. For the last three minutes Burrishoole were again on the offensive and failed to score from good opportunities. 

For the winners S. Kelly in goal dealt capably with anything that came his way. He received ample coverage from B. Ruttledge, T. Nixon and P. Cannon in the second half.

In the half line L. Walsh, who had the task of marking D. Bruen was very sound. In the centre B. Donohue was outstanding and was the rock on which most of the Westport efforts perished. Flanking him on the left Jackie Rumley who was seldom beaten in any tussle.

At centre field M. Kelly and T. Loftus had always the edge on different Westport pairings in this sector and kept the attack supplied with plenty of the ball. 

Most prominent in the attack whose efforts should have been more reflected on the scoreboard was the elusive right wing man P. Browne. On the “40” P. Connolly had more than a share of the play but had tendency to overplay the ball and his short passes often went astray. M. Barrett who switched from left wing to right corner with J.J. Boland put in tremendous work, but like Connolly, appears to be happier in defence than attack Full forward B. McHale found Kerry-born Malone a handful and D. McDonnell in the left corner was always dangerous.

In the Westport defence B. Malone and J. Kelly had the best of the exchanges in the first half. But as was the case with Burrishoole it was the half line of C. Walshe, T. McNally and M. Smith which foiled the winners’ attack time and again.

The first half midfield pair T. Hastings and S. Nee had their share of the play. Later in the half Teddy McHale, who had to take the field with a slight handicap, moved from the “40” to this sector where he fielded some good balls. In the second half, while operating at left full back he saved his side from many a dangerous situation. In this half  J. Kelly also made his presence felt  at midfield where he switched with McHale.

D. Bruen was always very dangerous in attack and his two points from long range was feature of the game. Others to catch the eye in a side, which made several positional changes were J. Costello, S. Scott and M. McLoughlin.

The scoreline is correct and gives a true indication of the play in this disappointing West Mayo Junior Football Championship tie at Mulranny, on Sunday. The anticipated classic never materialised and the West champs, Castlebar were outplayed and outwitted in most sectors of the filed.

For this game the Burrishoole attack certainly brought their shooting boots which seemed to have got lost on the previous Sunday. But for all their 

scores they should have had a bigger winning tally.

An inspection of the installations at the Salmon Research Station at Furnace, Newport and Salmon Research Laboratory, Treenlaur, Newport were carried out on Sunday by Mr. M. O Morain, Minister for Lands and Fisheries and by his Parliamentary Secretary, Mr. Brian Lenihan and University Professors. 

The party was taken on a tour of the stations by Dr. David Piggins, resident biologist.

Later the party was entertained to lunch in Newport House Hotel, where the Minister who was very impressed by the installations said he hoped the meeting between The Department of Fisheries representatives and the University officials would lead to closer cooperation for the scientific progress of this country.

Among those also present were: Mr. T. O’Brien, Secretary Department of Lands and Mr. L. Tobin, Assistant Secretary do. ; Dr. A.J. Went, Chief Scientific Advisor to the Department of Fisheries. 

Professor J.N.R. Grainger, Trinity College, Dublin, Dr. B.L. Powell, do., Dr. G. Walton, University College Cork and Professor Paddy Keady, University College, Galway – all of whom are interested in zoology. Dr. C.R. Mill – chairman Salmon Research Trust; Mrs A. Guinness, Managing Director, do.

Today (Thursday) a Salmon Research group, which includes leading research workers from Government Departments, Universities and research institutions in England, Scotland and Wales will visit the Research Station at Newport.  

Mountain Sheep-breeders to meet

On Tuesday night next, 29th May, the first big organising meeting of Mayo Blackfaced mountain sheep breeders will be held in Newport.

Senior officers of the Co. Committee of Agriculture and the Department of Agriculture will attend the meeting and will discuss and advise on any problems that may arise.

Mayo Sheep-breeders to organise. For years mountain sheep breeders in Mayo have been nursing a crib that rams purchased by the Department of Agriculture have been reared on dry hills and are not suitable for the wet conditions of Mayo mountains. And on Tuesday night 200 sheepmen representing all parts of the county gathered in Newport where it was decided to form a Mayo Mountain Sheep-breeders Association with a view to obtaining better facilities in sheep breeding.

Present at the well attended meeting were Mayo Committee of Agriculture officials and Mr. Paddy Moore, Department of Agriculture, who is a livestock inspector in charge of sheep.

Mr Willie Sammon, secretary Mayo Macra na Feirme Executive who acted as chairman, welcomed the officials and sheepmen. He outlined some of the problems existing among the mountain sheepmen for years and said they seldom got further than the fireside.

He said the officials present were very anxious to help in every possible way and he advised the farmers to take the opportunity of asking all the questions necessary.

Mr. T. Wall. C.A.O., said they were prepared to give any technical information possible as they were very anxious to help. He agreed that some improvements were necessary, some of which could be brought about through breeding and feeding.

Mr. Seamus Hunt, Deputy C.A.O., commented that all the blame could not be placed on not getting the right type of ram as there were such aspects as overstocking to consider. He pointed out the problem that might arise if the usual buyers from Northern Ireland, who always purchase the black-faced mountain sheep around Newport, failed to turn up.

There were 100,000 black-faced in Mayo” he said and “if the farmers wanted to get full volume for their complaints they should organise.”

Mr. T. O’Toole, Tourmakeady, was of the opinion that it all appeared to be a question of sheep versus wool. He thought the big sheep from Scotland had deteriorated and mentioned that they were always glad to get good Newport rams in Tourmakeady.

The best explanation in the way of complaint came from Mr. Hugh Kelly, Brackloon, who said they did not approve of the black headed Scotch rams in his area.

They have good wool he said, but can’t get out of wet land. They are not “hardy” enough for the mountain, where they want good long legs. He thought the men from the mountain should select the Department would send to that area.

A Ballycroy spokesman: “We want rams with long legs that can jump.”

Delegates from Glenamoy and Finney also agreed with the previous speakers and said the short-legged rams were no good in the snow on the mountains.

Mr. Paddy Moore explained that the Department purchased rams to suit areas like Donegal and Waterford from where the largest demands came from.

He promised that before they purchased any rams next year they would visit each area and meet the breeders with a view to ascertaining the most suitable types.

If the farmers formed an association said Mr. Moore, they should be in time be able to breed their own rams suitable for the area.

Mr John O’Brien, Department instructor, compared the sheep breeding in Waterford and Mayo especially regarding the price for wool.

Mr. M. O’Toole, a native of Innisturk, outlined the work of the Agricultural Institute at Glenamoy regarding sheep breeding.

Mr P. Flanagan, Supervising Inspector, spoke on the grants available for fencing and said the scheme available for fertilisers in Gaeltacht areas should be extended to all areas.

Mr Stephen Fahy, instructor, one of the men behind the move to form an association, stressed the need for forming that association first and said that all the other things regarding breeding would follow. 

On the proposition of Mr. T. O’Toole, seconded by Mr. J. McNulty, Derrada, Newport, it was decide to form a Mayo Mountain Sheep-Breeders Association. The following were selected to organise their own areas: John McNulty (Newport), T. O’Toole (Tourmakeady), Christy Friel (Drummin), Michael Walshe (Finney), Frank McHale (Tiernaur), Anthony Masterson (Ballycroy), Anthony McGing (Glenmask), Hubert Kelly (Brackloon), Martin Reilly (Bofeenanun), James Gallagher (Thallabawn, Louisburgh), and a man to be selected for Glenamoy.

A Committee will later be formed. 

Cross Channel Group Impressed by Salmon Research Station

On Thursday a Salmon Research group from England, Scotland and Wales, which included research workers from Government departments and universities, visited the Salmon Research Trust Station at Furnace, Newport and Salmon Research Laboratory at Treenlaur. 

The visitors who were received by Dr. D. Piggins, the resident Biologist, showed a keen interest in the station and were very impressed by the installations.

One of the distinguished visitors, Mr. Kenneth Valmain, from the Fresh Water Fisheries Research Laboratory, Pittloughry, Scotland had this to say “ We have nothing like this station in Scotland, everything is so neat and compact.”

On Thursday night the members were entertained to dinner in Newport House Hotel at which Sir Richard Levinge, Bart, M.B.E., representing the chairman of the Trust presided.

Among those present were: Messrs. Ml. Kennedy, President Inland Fisheries Trust; Seamus O Mallain, Chief Engineer, Dept. of Fisheries; Charles McGrath, Engineer, do.; N. Roycroft, M.Sc., E.S.B. Fisheries , Limerick; Ed Toner, Inspector, Dept. of Fisheries; Dr. A.E. Went, Scientific Advisor, do.; Sen T.P. Flanagan, Chairman, Bangor Board of Conservators; J.J. Chambers, Inspector, do.; Major C. Roberts, owner of Furnace Fisheries; Misses Hewetson (niece of Mr. W.W. Hewetson, Westport) and Toomey, Cork, Inland Fisheries officials; Dr. D. Piggins, Resident Biologist , Research Station; Mr. Nicholas Cummins, who is conducting a scientific investigation of damage caused to fish on the Owenmore river by the Bord na Mona works at Bellacorrick; Messrs. Tommie Conway, Tony Nixon and Tony Gibbons, officials at the Research Station.

The Aims and Purposes of the Station

In the summer of 1958 a site was acquired at Furnace, between Lough Feagh and Lough Furnace , the large tidal water lake on the Burrishoole River System. In the autumn of the same year work was begun on a fish fence across the Mill Race an artificial channel between Loughs Feeagh and Furnace, constructed many years ago to supply water power to many small mills. On the left bank of the channel, downstream migrating fish (young salmon and sea trout, brown trout, eels and kelts or spent fish ) are diverted though a raceway into a horizontal grille trap and holding tank. The upstream migratory salmon and trout are diverted in to a trap on the right bank. Just upstream of the fish fence on the left bank is a holding pond for adult salmon, from which ripe fish can be led into pens where they are sorted and graded before stripping.

Nine circular rearing ponds ( 4 of six metres in diameter and 5 of four metres), were built at Furnace in 1959 and 1960 and all fry used in the Trust’s experiments are now reared there. Immediately above the terraced circular ponds are four rectangular static ponds where plankton cultures are prepared, from April to mid-summer, to provide food for the young salmon. Close to this is a small meteorological station operated by the Trust in conjunction with the Irish Meteorological Service.

In October 1959 a new indoor hatchery was erected at Furnace. This has a hatching capacity of 250,000 and a maximum rearing capacity of 100,000. The 24 flumes in the hatchery are fitted with siphon overflows, which help to prevent the accumulation of waste food and faeces when they are used for rearing fry in the early stages. A feed room, with mincing machine and refrigerator, adjoins the hatchery where fish food is stored and mixed.

The installations described above are designed to enable the Trust to carry out its scientific investigations in a region and in waters whose natural features are as yet unspoiled and where fish habits may be studied in conditions as close to Nature as possible. As these investigations are long-term it is as yet too soon to expect any definite conclusions or even the emergence of a recognisable pattern of behaviour.

One of the first objects of the Trust’s research was to attempt some elucidation of the different sea life habits of salmon. Opinions differ as to whether the sea life of the salmon is governed by heredity or whether it is as a result of early environmental conditions. To test these theories mature salmon classified by scale reading as either  

grilse (just over one year in the sea) or spring fish (two or three years ain the sea) are used as parent fish for artificial propagation. The resulting fry are reared separately to the smolt stage for one or two years) and they are then tagged or marked.

When the fish return as adults it should be possible to determine whether or not their sea life habit is a heritable factor. On 27th March 1960 the Trust obtained the first return of a fish tagged as a smolt in May 1957. This was the first of a batch of smolts tagged and the fish 14 lbs. (6.35 kg.) on its return had spent three years at sea. The smolt was of spring fish parentage.

The establishment of fish fence for trapping upstream and downstream migrants at the Furnace Station will permit work to be carried out on the survival rate of smolts, as the numbers of ascending adults can be correlated with the descent of smolts in previous years. It will also be possible to establish survival rates after spawning and by tagging the survival rate of kelts in the sea. Each year kelts of salmon and sea trout taken in both the traps at furnace and in the commercial nets operated in Lough Furnace have been tagged and released. Some interesting results have been obtained from these experiments. For example, the survival rate of natural kelts (i.e. not kelts from the hatchery) has been greater than usually believed and in 1960 of the salmon kelts tagged 18% were reported as having been recaptured. The percentage recovery of tags from sea trout kelts tagged in 1960 was also very high (i.e. 32.4 per cent)

Some interesting recaptures of both salmon and sea trout originally tagged as kelts have been made. Recaptures from outside the Burrishoole River system have been made near Horn Head, Co. Donegal, Donegal Bay and along the north coast of Mayo, and of sea trout in the estuaries of the Rivers Foyle and Gweebara and along the north coast of County Mayo.

The Trust welcomes visitors at its installations at Furnace and Treanlaur, but has been compelled to restrict the hours of visiting of the general public to 2 p.m. to 5 p.m. (or dusk) in order that routine work of the Trust would not be dislocated. Visitors are therefore asked to co-operate with the Trust and to confine their visits to the permitted hours.

Wants Switch in Mulranny School site

Mulranny may not have its four roomed vocational school after all. A suggestion that the site for this school be changed to Tiernaur , Newport was made at a meeting of Mayo Vocational Education Committee in Castlebar on Tuesday. This change of sites according to Mr. E. Carey, would cater for both Newport and Mulranny. The matter was left over until such time as a survey of that area could be carried out.

At a previous meeting, the Committee was unanimous in a decision that a survey of the Mulranny area be carried out with a view to providing a four-roomed day school there.

The matter was raised by Mr. Carey when he asked if this survey had been carried out. Representations had been made to him from that area about this school. A suggestion made to him, to bring before the notice of the committee, that the site be changed and the school built in Tiernaur, where there was a part-time school. Newport was only a distance of nine miles from Mulranny. Having a school at Tiernaur would cater for the two districts of Mulranny and Newport, neither of which had vocational schools.

The West side of Mulranny area did not seem to be a very populous district. Tiernaur was mentioned as a possible solution of vocational facilities for both Mulranny and Newport. 

Mr. Padraig O Lochlainn, C.E.O., said that at the last meeting there was a definite proposal to make a survey of the Mulranny area. He had written for the survey sheets of the area but to date had not received them. He thought that it would be as well to let the decision go and find out about Mulranny on its own. However they would investigate the whole area before doing anything.

Mr. Carey- The classes at Tiernaur have a good attendance.

C.E.O.- Those are evening classes.

The matter was then left over until such time as the survey sheets came.

Move to renovate Burrishoole Cemetery

Ever since Burrishoole Abbey, near Newport, was sacked in 1653 by Cromwellian soldiers the grounds around the historic ruins on the shores of Clew Bay, have been used as a cemetery for the dead of the parish.

But unfortunately the cemetery – the martyred priest, Fr. Manus Sweeny, is buried there- has been let deteriorate during the past half century. And apart from some work by the Board of Works ten years ago the place has been left in a very poor condition.

Now an effort is being made to renovate the cemetery grounds. The move has been sparked off by exiles from the parish domiciled in Chicago.

When they visited the cemetery while on holidays last year they were appalled at the “deplorable state” of the grounds. And on returning to the U.S. they voiced their opinions and suggestions through the “Mayo News”

The Burrishoole Pattern Committee, reorganised recently, has decided to shoulder the task of renovations. Plans have been drawn up to lay a path from the entrance gate to the Abbey and all around the Abbey itself. All loose stones will be removed and the ground levelled. 

The committee hope that all people interested will cooperate in the project, both by free labour and subscriptions. They appeal to exiles in the U.S.A. and England, with relatives buried in the cemetery, who are unable to take care of the graves personally to send subscriptions to either the treasurer, Mr Charles Mulchrone, Buckagh or the Secretary, Mr Ed. Mulchrone, George’s Street, Newport.

It is also hoped to raise funds locally by running a dance in the Parochial Hall on Wednesday night July 25.

The Pattern Annual Collection for Requiem Masses for deceased and living members of Burrishoole parish will be held as usual and any surplus money will go towards the proposed renovation scheme

The committee point out that all monies will be lodged in the bank and paid out by cheque only.

They also request that anyone having any objections to the scheme to attend on the day it commences and point out their graves.

It had also been suggested that ten scholarships be set aside for hoteliers.

Mr. Martin J. McGrath proposed that the committee approve of the course. This was seconded by Mr. S.T. Ruane.

The course will operate from mid October, 1962 to March 31, 1963 and will have a total of 45 students in attendance. C.I.E. will nominate 25 candidates for the course.

The entire population of West Mayo seems to be there and it is indeed a great social occasion where friends meet and greet each other often in friendly rivalry as their exhibits are often side by side on the judging stands.

To conclude a perfect day there is the show dance which is always well patronised and this year the committee have made all arrangements to make everybody happy and to ensure an enjoyable time by all.

Will Contest 3 (4?) All-Ireland Finals

An “in form” Mickie Walsh, assisted by cool and determined Peter McGee, earned their tickets to the All-Ireland Final by  a very convincing win over the Leinster Champions, P. Sheerin and J. Carter (Offaly) at Newport Ballcourt on Sunday last. It can be said without contradiction that the standard of handball in Connacht is on par with that of Leinster or Munster and last Sunday’s display by Mayo’s representatives bears out this statement.

The Leinster champions came with good credentials for in winning out in their province , stiff opposition had to be disposed of. Before a ball was struck both camps had a round table conference trying to find tactics which would bring victory and as the game was in session it soon became evident that the Mayo mentors had devised the best plans.

Mickie Walsh, who the previous Sunday, had a “shock win” ( as far as Leinster was concerned) over Sheerin in the Junior Singles, proved once again that he had the “Indian sign” on him and never gave the Leinster man the necessary scope to settle down to his usual “killing” game and he did kill some beauties.

Sheerin’s partner, though he did try with his natural left-hand shots, never caused any great worry to his opponents due to the fact that his “leader” was well fenced in.

Peter McGee often had better games and when he tried for the kill on a few occasions – which he missed – he had the handball craft to alter his play, making sure the Offaly men would get no soft aces.

On their performance, Walsh and McGee have what it takes to win an All-Ireland, but their policy – which is a sound one – is “cross each bridge as you come to it” 21-12; 21-14; 21-18.

When Mayo decided to contest the hardball code in the province, no one anticipated a minor reaching an All-Ireland but that is exactly what Martin Kelly (Newport) did when put paid to the ambitions of W. Doyle (Westmeath)

Once again the Leinster boy was tipped to win, but the tipsters never reckoned with the hard hitting power which is Kelly’s main weapon, and which he used to full advantage in winning 21-12; 21-19.

Next Sunday at Ballymote it is possible that Mayo could go through to the Junior Hardball Doubles final and if a win should result – this will certainly be a record for the county as it would leave Mayo contesting four All-Ireland titles.

After collecting full points from all games Burrishoole continued their sequence of wins in the West Mayo Junior Football Championship, at Westport G.A.A. park, on Sunday, when they defeated a very impressive Castlebar side and so qualified for the Cusack Cup Final on Sunday next. For the winners it was the toughest game of the championship and one for which they had to pull out all the stops to survive.

In the first half that had few highlights Burrishoole had the ball in the losers’ net before the game was 2 minutes old . From the suddenness of the score it seemed the anticipated encounter was over before it really had begun. For eight minutes the winners had the ball to themselves but achieved little by the way of scores.

But Castlebar managed to stem the flowing tide and after rallying from a disastrous start came right in to the game and were only a point in arrears at the interval.

For the large attendance there was every prospect of a battle royal in the second half. And they were not disappointed. In this pulsating period there was a thrill a minute and when Castlebar thundered into a point lead after ten minutes the fat was in the fire.

Losing the lead, however brought no panic to the Burrishoole side and it was during this period they played their best football. In the 18th minute they were on level terms and after 25 minutes had three points to spare.

But with victory in their grasp Castlebar kept battling and in a nerve wracking last five minutes went within an ace of pulling the game out of the fire.

It was in these vital minutes that the fitness of the winners told and they had that little extra stamina left to withstand the onslaught of the gallant losers who were feeling the effects of the gruelling half hour.

In the Burrishoole goal S. Kelly brought off some great saves. At full back T. Nixon who policed S. Flynn – at times out on the 50 yards mark – kept the elusive Castlebar sharpshooter in check.

In the right corner – and often playing shadow full back – B. Ruttledge had his best hour and stone wall defender P. Cannon in the left corner gave Redmond few opportunities 

The usually sound half line of L. Walsh, B. Donohoe and J. Rumley often had a harassed time from the losers’ attack, pivoted by the energetic and accurate T. Ainsworth.

In fact the switching of Ainsworth to the left wing in the second period served no useful purpose as he had not the liberty in this position as he enjoyed in  

the first period and the anticipated combination with Mayo minor F. McDonnell, who was changed from centre half back to the “40” did not materialise.

The winners’ midfield pair M. Kelly and P. Connolly just about shared the honours in this sector.

At times in the first half Kelly was out-fielded by S. Rice while Connolly allowed too much freedom to M. McManamon and T. Grimes in the second half.

The most industrious of the winners’ attack was the half forward line. The diminutive P. Browne who is inclined to ramble downfield too much, won most of the expected duels with stubborn defender S. French and his point that put the winners in the lead in the second period was a feature of the game. T. Loftus on the “04” has seldom been seen to better advantage and P. McGee, who was well policed by J. Burke proved to be a problem for the tenacious Castlebar man and had a hand in most of the scores.

F. Nealis, in the right corner, who came in for an extra amount of “attention” got in some useful work but S. Gannon in the other corner was kept from doing any damage by A. Brett. In his first full championship game at full forward Martin Kelly gave J. Heneghan some anxious moments and was unlucky not to have his mark on the scoreboard.

Burrishoole Rally to take Cusack Cup in Exciting Finish

Burrishoole, 4-5; Louisburgh, 2-6.

Four points down in as many minutes. Five points behind at the Interval. Five points ahead at the final whistle. That about describes Burrishoole’s dramatic rally to defeat a gallant Louisburgh side in a memorable West Mayo Junior Football Final, played under adverse weather conditions at Westport G.A.A. Park, on Sunday.

In spite of the continuous downpour for 18 hours before the game the pitch was in good condition and despite the inevitable slippery sod the much looked forward to clash between the finalists lived up to expectations and gave the large attendance plenty of thrills right up to the final whistle.

The losers, perhaps, might bemoan the fact they were without midfielder P. Winters, who was unable to make the crossing from Clare Island, but I doubt if his presence, under the conditions, would have made the five points margin of a difference.

The winners were also unlucky to lose their midfielder M. Kelly, who was forced to retire at a critical stage in the second period.

When Louisburgh got off to a whirlwind start and had a point and a goal registered on the scoreboard inside four minutes, without a reply from the winners, it looked as if Burrishoole were in for a trouncing.

Then came a lucky break for the winners- one of the few they got in this half – when a Louisburgh defender made a mistake and the leather ended up in the Louisburgh net. 

After 20 minutes play Burrishoole were trailing by the minimum margin when their hopes were shattered by a goal from a “50” by the Louisburgh captain, Noel Sammon, who stretched the lead with a minor, from a free, just before half time.

For those who had not reckoned with the second half fighting spirit of the Burrishoole side the writing appeared to be on the wall for the winners and a Louisburgh team, showing many positional changes, took the field full of confidence for the second half.

I don’t think, however, the switches – most surprising being the usually tenacious defender Lorcan Geoghegan leading the attack – paid dividends. For no sooner had the game restarted than Tony Loftus had the ball in the back of the Louisburgh net for what in my opinion was “the winning score.”

Inspired by the tonic score substitute Frank Moran put Burrishoole in the lead for the first time three minutes later with a rasper.

But after 10 minutes Sammon put the sides level again and the tension was mounting to fever pitch as both sides battled for the lead at this decisive stage.

And it came from a Connolly free for the winners followed minutes later by a minor from the same player. Holding on to the “uncomfortable” two points lead with five minutes to go Burrishoole with victory in their grasp were battling all the way when Connolly clinched the issue with a goal from a free- which came in a similar way as Sammon’s red flag from a “50” in the first period. 

It was a fitting climax to a game played by two sporting teams and a credit to all concerned and the gesture by the Louisburgh captain, Noel Sammon, who ran to the sideline after the final whistle to be the first to congratulate the Burrishoole captain Mickie Kelly speaks for itself.

Like his opposite number, Kelly in the Burrishoole goal, brought off some daring saves. Full back Tony Nixon put in some solid defensive work, even when drawn out as far as 50 yards on both sidelines, to police the roving Tom Gibbons in the first half.

But here was always his “shadow” right full B. Ruttledge, to step into the breach when trouble loomed around the square. Even when changed to centre filed in the last quarter to replace the injured M. Kelly, Brendan was just as much at home.

On the left, Pat Cannon was in top form and gave little scope to Richie Lyons and Myles Gibbons in turn. 

Though pitted against the energetic Geoghegan in the first half and a number of other “40” men in the second period, B. Donohoe had his usual sound game at centre half. His flanks, L. Walsh and J. Rumley, seemed out of the picture in the first 15 minutes but after settling down took everything in their stride and were lending a hand to the attack as often as not.

Though Sammon and Gibbons got in some useful work for the losers at midfield the Burrishoole pair Kelly and Connolly dominated in this sector from the 5th to the 25th minute when a leg injury forced Kelly to the left wing position. After the restart they 

gained control again and held sway for most of the half.

The foraging Burrishoole wing forwards P. Browne and P. McGee , often found the going tough against against James Gibbons and Basil Morahan, especially in the first half and it was only when the winners’ pair switched wings that they showed their usual touch of class and used the open spaces to advantage.

On the “40” Tony Loftus was in great form and his high fielding of the wet ball was a feature of the game.

Until he retired Martin Codd having his first championship game, was dogged with hard luck at right corner forward. Three of his shots that seemed certain to reach the net were bundled out again. Though they raised no flags F. Nealis and S. Gannon played well and had a hand in most of the scores.

It was the introduction of Frank Moran as full forward for the winners that had the most noticeable effect on the second period and a half which Myles Lyons will want to forget. Frank was never beaten for a ball and his picture goal will long be remembered.

P. Monaghan , who replaced Kelly in the last quarter, did little wrong at right full back and saved at least three different dangerous situations.

For the losers Mayo minor Des O’Leary had a very good first quarter and last quarter and his timely clearance of a shot which hit the crossbar and landed on the goals line brought sighs of relief from the Louisburgh supporters.

Noel Sammon tried hard for the losers, and his free taking was superb. His point with a wet ball from a “50” sideline kick drew rounds of applause from supporters of both sides. Best of the attack were T. Gibbons, M. Gibbons and R. Lyons.

Hardball is slowly catching on in Mayo and who knows but after next Sunday it could become the rage in the West and the boy to cause that is Martin Kelly. He, like his juniors, has reached the final and from his showing against Doyle of Westmeath, the Mayo youth has sent “warning signals” of his ability and if he plays with the determination shown this season, he will head the list of Mayo hardball winners.

McGee and Walsh were Deserving Winners

In the Emerald Isle, All Ireland Final Day – whether in football, hurling or handball – seems to have a flavour all of its own, and as I took my seat at Ballymote Ballcourt, on Sunday last, it was evident that this would be a day to remember. The tone of voices varied on the grand stand – supporters from Tipperary were there, supporters from Kildare were there and the Western accent mingled among the 250 spectators present.

Into the court stepped four players, Hickey and Breedy representing Tipperary ; McGee and Walsh representing Mayo. Referee A. Evans of Kildare tossed the coin. Mayo won the toss and the All-Ireland junior softball doubles final was on.

Settling down like true champions Walsh and McGee gave every indication that they were bent on winning, for they chalked up a lead of five aces within five minutes.

Tipp forged ahead.
Terror struck at this point of play and into the picture with a superb display of handball came the “dynamic” Hickey – sending the ball gliding “off the fly” into the right corner as it was directed there by radar.

Here the Premier boys shone for Hickey’s partner needed only encouragement from his “captain” and into the lead they went to the tune of 11-7, stretching it to 15-10, 

and reaching a comfortable position of 17-12.

The mighty men of the West were now throwing the challenge to their opposites and were not in the least worried by the lead Tipperary enjoyed and not one in the audience had the foggiest idea who was going to win this game. 

Great effort by Mayo

Level pegging at 18-18 Tipperary serving with both services good, that man again – Hickey – causing destruction and at 20-18 it looked all over, when serving game ball, Breedy misjudged the toss and Mickie Walsh sent a rasper past Hickey which brought the Mayo lads back into service.

Urged on by their followers and there were many – Peter and Mickie collected two vital aces bringing both sides level at 20 – 20 . It looked a sure thing for Mayo but back stormed Tipp. to put the hoodoo on that one ace and in they went with both serving but they scorned the offers of Lady Luck missing the softest shots witnessed in this All-Ireland. Back in came Mayo with the motto ”we won’t get this chance again” and after a rally of super-charged handball McGee sent the rubber rolling to the bottom for 21-20.

Change of tactics had effect.

Whether the second game would produce the speed, excitement and skill of the first was the topic being discussed all around but this time a different picture took shape. Mayo took the lead 7-4, edged further on to 9-7. McGee tossed magnificently giving Hickey very anxious moments in the back left corner, while Walsh – “master tactician” that he is – had trouble written over every shot he played leaving the Tipperary men bothered and bewildered 21 – 12.
Two games in favour of Mayo, Tipperary still pressing and what a transformation took place in the Premier boys makeup. Breedy moved into the short line and pulled off a few much needed surprise shots, while Hickey, roving like a panther had some remarkable “kills” from far out and they had  a lead of 13-4, stretched to 17-7.

Was this the turn of the tide? – had Mayo shot their bolt?- were Hickey and Breedy back in form? Walsh and McGee had the answer to all these questions they played every handball shot in the book – plus some that were not, reaching twelve aces but still nine from that elusive All-Ireland title. Tipperary got going and in came Mayo ticking off the aces one by one and once again the score board read Tipperary 20 Mayo 20 “Ace” in the Balance. Was that one ace going to be “heart break ace” for Mayo considering they were so near and yet could be so far – or was it going to be “tonic ace” for Tipperary to give them another chance to fight on?

Hickey and Breedy serving looked certain to pull of the third game , but the fighting qualities of McGee and Walsh were never seen to better effect than at this critical stage when they put Tipperary on the defensive, and now was Mayo’s chance.

Played Safe

McGee served to Hickey and returned with results and this was now left to Walsh. He served to Breedy who seeming to think this was a “captain’s job “ left it to Hickey who played it safe up to the front wall and a silent audience waited for the kill of the day by one of the Mayo lads.

McGee and Walsh had other ideas, and kept the ball moving fast, anticipating that the Tipperary combination would err in their efforts, and it happened. As Walsh sent the ball at bullet speed out the court Hickey and Breedy went to it together – collided and McGee and Walsh had won the title, 21-20.

When presenting the trophy to the winners, Rev. Fr. Horan , President of the Connacht Handball Council, said it was a great pleasure for him to see Mayo inscribe their names once again on the Canon Carroll Cup. Newport farmers Wage War on Poaching Gunmen. Members of gun clubs have been accused by Newport farmers of poaching on preserves last year and have called for stern action to be taken on the matter. At a large and representative meeting of Newport Game Development association last week the farmers of the district were unanimous in asking for the cooperation of gun clubs in preserving the game. A number of members protested against the alleged poaching on the preserves by gun club members and demanded that the strongest action possible be taken against such members who break the rules of gun clubs and game development associations. It was pointed out that nobody has the right to enter any lands without the owners’ permission and warned that the 3,000 acres of club preserves will be protected at all costs this year, as it is hoped to rent the snipe and woodcock shooting to interested parties.

The importance of the farmer guarding his rights on game preserves was stressed and judging from the reaction it is clear that the poachers concerned are to meet with resistance from the farmers 

The destruction of vermin was also discussed at length and an all out effort to clear the air of predators by every means available is planned.

At Westport G.A.A. Park, on Sunday, Newport had to battle every inch of the way against a gallant Islandeady side to capture their first West Mayo Camogie championship.

The game which had few frills attached, seldom reached a high standard – when have we seen such a game since the Manulla-Newport finals? – but what was lacking in science was more than compensated for by way of thrills and the issue was in doubt until the final whistle. 

The Islandeady girls took a six goals slam registered against them by the winners on the previous Sunday with the proverbial grain of salt and showed a marked improvement on that display.

Playing with the aid of a breeze in the first half, they had a jittery Newport defence under pressure in the opening stages, but good approach work went astray. 

A tendency by the Newport backs to lift the ball in the square instead of pulling first time nearly cost them vital scores. 

At this stage the losers seemed content to rely on defensive methods rather than strengthen the attack. Had they adopted these tactics in the first ten minutes the divisional crown could easily have gone to a different destination.

But the winners survived the onslaught and were immediately on the offensive. For the rest of the period they were mounting dangerous attacks and the losers goal had several narrow shaves.

Then came the Newport tonic score, a point from far out on the wing by Bridie Kilroy , which had “Ring” written all over it. 

And the score – the only one in this half – proved later to be a very important one.

On the resumption Newport looked confident of increasing the score but backed by persistent wing backs the losers were determined to hold out. But after eight minutes Newport found the Achilles heel of the tenacious defence and J. Carmichael increased their lead with a goal.

With all the players bunching around this sector Newport found it difficult to get scores and on their own turn over only had a goal to their credit when they should have had the game sealed up at this stage.

A switch in the second half bringing Patricia Moran from centre field to full forward had the desired effect and the game had barely re-started when she gave her side the necessary tonic score. From then on it was one way traffic. 

In attack for the winners Bridie Kilroy was outstanding and had a picture goal just before the final whistle. Margaret Kelly at full back , who had little to do, ventured up into the attack at nearing the finish to warm herself, as Rose Conway seldom let the ball pass the half back line where she dominated. Kathleen Monaghan, at midfield , was most prominent for the winners and gave her counterpart few opportunities.

Footballers, Handballers, Camogie Players Unite for Pleasant Function

Newport G.A.A. clubs celebrate unique victories

At one of the most entertaining functions for years members and supporters of Burrishoole G.A.A. club, Newport Handball Club and Newport Camogie club attended a dinner and social in the Travellers’ Friend Hotel, Castlebar, on Tuesday night, last week, to celebrate their unique victories for 1962. And they had every reason to celebrate. To the parish had come the Cusack Cup, the coveted West Mayo Football trophy won by Burrishoole team; the Co. Camogie trophy won by the Newport girls and the Canon Carroll cup won by Peter McGee (and Mickie Walsh, Charlestown), the All-Ireland Junior Softball champions in Handball.

Mr. Michael Walsh acted as M.C.

Proposing a toast to Ireland, Rev. Francis McManamon, Newport home on holidays from the mission fields in Burma, said in proposing the toast, he did so as a substitute for a very great Irishman, Very Rev. Canon Killeen, Newport, who was unable to attend the function.

“I think of Ireland in many ways for I have looked at it from here and from abroad” said Fr. McManamon. He said he had once been asked by an Englishman to define “an Irish farmer. “ “ I told him I thought it would be a man who works on a farm in Ireland” but this was his definition – “ a man outstanding in his own field”. That is quite true.

“And talking about fields, Ireland has a way-of-life which leads the world, for when I think of Ireland I think of the Irish all over the world, the Irish in many fields.”
“think of Ireland as a tiny island on the world map, a tiny spot on the edge of Europe – but what a wonderful island it is.” 

“Life the human heart pumping blood to all parts of the body

I think of Ireland and its people who have brought our national sport to the four corners of the world.”
“Why do we push on? Why does the influence of Ireland spread and spread? Every exile that leaves our shore continues the traditions of Irish life no matter where he may go.”
“It is the Irish heritage to have a love of family, country and God. It is that heritage that has made us known in all parts of the world.”

Continuing, Rev. Fr. McManamon said there were some who were very conscious of those things but there were also some who did not propagate them.

“But those virtues are there deep down within us, No matter where we are when we are faced with problems it’s those virtues that stand by us and guide us.”

Continuing he said no country so small was playing such a big part. The Irish were a people whom the world were proud of and the Irish should be very proud of Ireland. We should follow closely in the footsteps of our forefathers in practising those virtues of the Irish but in doing so there was never any need to boast about it.

The Irish abroad were known for their neighbourliness but even in our own homes, in our daily work and especially in our neighbourhood – we should be neighbourly.

“People are attracted to good. If we speak and do good it affects our neighbour. It does not matter where we do it, It has it’s good effect. ”Here at home in Ireland we should practice those good virtues and traditions in our home, in our work and in our play.”

Concluding, Rev. Fr. McManamon said it was great honour for him to be present at the function. On his own behalf and on behalf of Very Rev. Canon Killeen, he wished to congratulate the teams on their fine achievements.

“If our players of today continue to play in a manly manner and with a spirit of determination in playing the game, next year you will have all the victories you wish for and desire.”

He paid tribute to the proprietor and staff of the hotel for the wonderful dinner and service.

Replying to the toast, Rev. M. Comer., C.C., Newport, congratulated the members of the various teams on their achievements. “Nothing succeeds like success. We have seen that come true in Newport,” said Fr. Comer. “The victories of our seniors has had its effects on our juniors.”

Speaking of the Newport College team, who have had an unbeaten run in the Colleran Cup games this year, Fr. Comer said it was his privilege to be in charge of the boys and he knew that the victory secured by their senior team in winning the Cusack Cup had been reflected in the minds and bodies of the young players. It gave them courage and ambition to go out and rival teams that had secured trophies in the past.

It was a very good thing to see the youth with such an interest in sport. The late Holy Father, Pope Pius XII, had made special mention of sport and its beneficial effect on the mind and body. Sport helps us to have a pure mind and body.

The manly aspect of sport should be emphasised more for it developed human relationship between people.

On the field players should shake hands with one another after the game and at all times the referee and officials should be respected. Then win or lose the sport has been played in a manly manner.

Concluding he again congratulated the teams on their victories and D.V. the youth to come would rival them in those things.

Proposing the toast to the G.A.A., Mr. Denis Gallagher, Achill, Vice-Chairman of Connacht G.A.A. Council said it was now almost three-quarters of a century since the Gaelic Athletic association had been formed and during that time it had withstood many difficulties and had expanded all over the world. It is hard to believe how any organisation could have spread like the G.A.A.

The parish of Burrishoole in celebrating the victories secured by its G.A.A. teams had every section of the community represented at the function. “that tells its own story and testifies to the success of the G.A.A. “ said Mr. Gallagher.

The G.A.A. had helped our exiles to keep ties with the homeland and it was also found that in every parish, the lad who is active in the game avoids any trouble.

Burrishoole, said Mr. Gallagher, is the neighbouring parish to Achill and on such an occasion he would rather be considered as a neighbour, a Currane man, than a member of the Connacht Council or County Board.

In the early ‘30s players from Currane assisted the Newport team and in 1934-35, Newport then fit for any team in the county, had Frank Sweeney playing a big part in their victories.

He did not mind saying that his club (Achill) were naturally a bit jealous of Burrishoole on winning the West Championship but he was only glad to share in their victory.

He would say with sincerity that no team got greater pleasure in beating Burrishoole on the field than Achill.

Next year he hoped he would be in a position to welcome the members of the Burrishoole team to a similar victory dinner in Achill.

The next speaker was introduced by Mr. Walshe as a man efficient in football, handball, tennis and may other sports and also an expert at the art of conjuring- Rev R. Horan, C.C., Newport, President of the Handball Council of Connacht.

Rev. Fr. Horan said with such a flattering introduction he could not wait to hear himself speaking.

It was great privilege to congratulate the Burrishoole teams on their wins but especially the Newport handballers on their magnificent displays and achievements.

Newport’s Peter McGee, with Mickie Walsh of Charlestown, had won the Junior All-Ireland Softball Doubles had secured an All-Ireland medal and the Canon Carroll Cup.

It was in 1956 that a similar combination of handballers, Eamon Connolly of Newport and Seamus Fleming of Charlestown were the first to win the Canon Carroll trophy.

Continuing, Rev. Fr. Horan said this year’s All-Ireland final was one of the finest games ever seen and in it, Peter McGee had played a very manly part.

“ I would like to have it put on record,” said Fr. Horan, “that Peter McGee is the first Newport born man ever to win an All Ireland handball title in any grade.”

The G.A.A. with its various branches: football, hurling, handball, camogie and rounders is the world’s greatest sporting organisation, said Fr. Horan.

He congratulated the football and camogie teams on their great victory in 1962 and on behalf of the Handball Club he wished to congratulate the team officials and trainers and supporters for their wonderful work and help.

Whatever game you play, play it in earnest, play to win, play justly, fairly and honestly, Then it does not matter whether you win lose or draw, for after our final game has been played in this life we will only be asked how we played the game.

The next speaker, Mr. P.J. Hennelly, Chairman of Mayo Camogie Board, said November 11 was a red-letter day in the history of Newport camogie club for in winning the County Championship, the camogie team had completed a chapter in the history of the parish of Burrishoole.

The Newport handballers had secured All-Ireland honours for their club; the footballers had brought home the Cusack Cup and it was left to Margaret Kelly and her camogie to team to complete the job and this she did.

It was if the camogie team said to themselves: “We can’t let the footballers down.”

He congratulated all the teams on their fine achievements, for indeed it was a great occasion for the club. He endorsed the remarks of a previous speaker in that the players and supporters should not forget the trainers and officials who made the victories possible. They were the people who should be held in high esteem.

He wished the club every success in the future and said that in 1963 the club may celebrate far greater achievements for the historic parish of Burrishoole. 

Mr. Larry McGovern, Mayo G.A.A. Board chairman and a member of Burrishoole club, speaking on “Our Parish” said they had reason to celebrate on a number of occasions in Newport but never had the parish reached such heights as this year , with victories by the three clubs – an achievement never equalled by any parish, big or small, in the county.

“However the credit must not all go to the natives of the parish,” he said, “In the handball club, we have our beloved curate Rev. Fr. Horan, who has been the inspiration of the club and without whose guidance the victories would not have been so impressive. We also have that great player Eamon Connolly who has on numerous occasions brought honour to his adopted parish.

“On the football front pride of place must go to Seamus Daly and Sean Meenaghan on the administrative side, while among the players we had men like Jackie Rumley, Brendan Ruttledge, Brendan Donohue, Padraig Connolly, Martin Codd and Jerry McNulty, to whom we owe a lot.

“On the camogie side all the players and officials were almost one hundred per cent natives, but the one achievement which I think is greatest of all,” said Mr. McGovern “is that of our secondary school, under the capable guidance of Rev. Fr. M. Comer. From a total of 21 boys they picked a team and three subs and in the first round of the Colleran Cup have defeated the might of St. Gerald’s College, Castlebar and Ballinrobe C.B.S.”

He paid a special tribute to Dr. M. Kennedy, M.O., Newport and Dr. J. Forbes, Mulranny for making themselves available to injured players – often at great inconvenience – during the year.

Mr. McGovern also thanked the local press for the generous coverage of games and constructive criticism during the year; Mr. P. Jennings, proprietor of the Travellers’ Friend Hotel, for the excellent meal and also the representatives of the various boards for their attendance.

“May the sun never set on the G.A.A. activities of our parish,” he concluded.

Introduced by the capable M.C. as “ A first class captain and a first class handballer,” Mickie Kelly, captain of the victorious Burrishoole football team , said the function was  a very historic one for him. After many years of trying, very hard trying , Burrishoole had at last brought home the Cusack Cup to the place of its origin.

He wished to thank the team members for their fine work and also their trainer and officials. He paid a special tribute to the supporters of the club, “without whose help we would not be celebrating victory here tonight” said Mr. Kelly.

It was his wish and desire that in 1963 they would be celebrating the winning of the County Championship.

Mr. Eamon Connolly, captain of the Newport Handball team said he had had a very happy association with the club for many years, during which he had watched its growth.

The club had made tremendous strides in advancement but it was a club, which had the advantage of a very able committee and two hard-working officials in the persons of Rev. Fr. Horan and the club secretary, Mr. Charlie McGee. 

The committee and especially the two officials mentioned, had performed a great service for the Newport Handball Club. There were many meetings and conventions, which they had to attend and there they fought hard in the interests of the players and the game. 

These officials were not spotlighted when the victories came to the club, but they were victories, which would not have been achieved unless the officials were there to encourage the players.

Both inside and outside the handball ally, Rev. Fr. Horan had worked very hard for the club and without his efforts victories would not have come to the Newport players.

Continuing Mr. Connolly said he wished to pay a special tribute to the secretary of the club, Mr. Charlie McGee, a secretary whose job was never finished.

“ But it is beyond my reach to pay a deserving enough tribute to him. When victory came for the players there were no bouquets or laurels for him. Now after those many years of hard work, the person who has paid a fitting tribute to his work is his own son Peter, by winning an All-Ireland handball title”

Victory, said Mr. Connolly, does not come overnight. Victory is based on hard work by the committee and hard training by the players. You have to lose many times before you can win.

Speaking of the achievement of Peter McGee in securing an All-Ireland handball title, Mr. Connolly said the final at Ballymote was among the best ever seen and so also was the display of Peter McGee. People attending the game said afterwards that it was an outstanding performance, and this was true because he gave a brilliant exhibition of play.

“It had been left to him to pay tribute to his father for the work he had done for the club over the years.”
In congratulating the football team he said he remembered a spectator at the final shout “Play the ball.” This they had done and secured victory. 

To the camogie team a special tribute was due. They had trained hard, doing nothing short of cross-country running. It showed the enthusiasm with which they set out to reach their goal. They decided to make the honours three in a row, and they did so and well.

Concluding, he said when the Caltex Sports Awards were being decided there should be a special award for Burrishoole Parish and its “big Three.”

Miss Margaret Kelly, captain of the Newport Camogie team, said she wished to be associated with the congratulations to the footballers and handballers.

She congratulated the camogie team on their achievement and thanked the officials and trainer and all who helped to keep the camogie flag flying in Newport.

President attends funeral of Major General Kilroy

Old comrades form Guard of Honour

The passing of Major General Michael Kilroy, at his residence at Carrabaun, Newport on Sunday morning, removed one of the leading figures in the fight for Independence. A member of a well-known Nationalist family, he was O.C. of the 4th Western Division Old I.R.A. and was regarded as one of the finest strategists of his time.

He stood for the Dail elections in 1923 and was elected with Sinn Fein. But he did not take his seat in the Dail until 1927 when he entered with Fianna Fail the year after the formation of the party. He was a deputy until 1937.

In 1932 at the formation of the new Fianna Fail Government he proposed Mr. De Valera, now the President, as President of the Executive Council. During his public life he was Chairman of Mayo County Council and until his death a member of the Hospital’s Commission. In 1923 he was interned in Kilmainham and while there took part in a 40 day hunger strike. The following year he was interned in the Curragh but escaped after a few months. His ability as a tactician was evident from his plans for engagements such as the Skirdagh, Carrickaneady and Kilmeena ambushes against the Balck and Tans in County Mayo.

The remains were removed to St. Patricks’ Church, Newport on Sunday evening when there was a large attendance.

He is survived by his wife Mrs Nan Kilroy; three daughters, Sr. Margaret Joseph, Sisters of Charity Choma, Northern Rhodesia; Dr. Maeve Kilroy, and Mrs Margaret Reid; Sons Patrick, Peadar, who is Commandant of the F.C.A. in Westport, Joe, Jim and Dominick, all in the U.S.; brothers John, Newport and Patrick, Australia and sister Mrs. Matilda McDonnell, Galway, and numerous nephews, nieces cousins and grandchildren.

On Wednesday, over 500 members of the Old I.R.A. from all over Connacht, representatives of the medical, legal and business sections of the community attended the funeral which was the largest ever seen in the area.

From early morning car loads of sympathisers were arriving in the town and 50 Gardai under Sergt. P. Kealy were on traffic duty.

The President, who was accompanied by his A.D.C., Col. Brennan, attended Requiem High Mass in St. Patrick’s Church, Newport which was celebrated by V. Rev. T. Canon. Killeen, P.P., assisted by Rev. M. Moran, C.C., Mulranny and Rev. F. McManamon, Burma. Rev R. Horan C.C., was master of ceremonies. In the Sanctuary was Most Rev. Dr. Myles McKeon, Auxillary Bishop of Perth and a native of Drummin. The chanters were Rev. Dr. P. Prendergast, Kylemore Abbey and Rev M. Tobin, C.C., Westport.

In the choir were V. Rev. H. Canon Curley, P.P., Claremorris; Rev. M.F. Hennelly, P.P., Parke; V. Rev. T. Cummins, Adm., Westport; Very Rev. J. Canon Walsh, Kilmeena; Rev. M. William O’Malley. He was greeted at the church door by Canon Killeen, and escorted to a seat in the sanctuary. Also present were Mr. Boland, Minister for Social Welfare; Mr. Aitken, Minister for External Affairs; Mr. O Morain, Minister for Lands; Mr. Bartley, Minister for Defence, and Mr Brian Lenihan, Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister for Lands.

The Taoiseach, Mr. Lemass, was represented by Mr. P.A. Calleary, T.D. Other Dail Deputies present included Mr. Sean Flanagan, T.D., and Mr. Michael Brown, T.D., Also present were Senators T. Ruane and T.P. Flanagan. Col. P. Kearns represented the O.C. of the Fifth Brigade , Athlone.

Heading the two mile long funeral to Burrishoole cemetery was Westport Brass Band under Mr. P. McConville, who played Dead March in Saul. 

The last prayers at the graveside were recited by Canon Killeen assisted by Rev. R. Horan.

A firing party of Old I.R.A. under Capt. Paddy Duffy fired three volleys over the grave. Members of the firing party were: Brian Corrigan, Larry McGovern, Dominick Mulchrone, John Kelly, Willie Walsh and Jim O’Donnell.

The Last Post was sounded by Lieut C. Kelly, Westport F.C.A.

In an oration Commdt. Edward Moane, ex T.D., a native of Westport, now living in Dublin, said: We are gathered here today to pay our last tribute to one of Ireland’s greatest soldiers. Michael Kilroy set a headline, which will always remain in our hearts. His honesty and sincerity will always remain in our hearts. He had always hope and confidence in the welfare of the country. No words of mine could cover the life history of Michael, who became a legend in his time throughout the nation and he has left us something we will always cherish. To his heartbroken family I offer my deepest sympathy.

Major General Kilroy was, as well as a soldier, an exemplary Catholic and his whole life was bound up in the Catholic Church. There was never a night we returned from the hills, no matter how late, during the troubled times, that he did not make us kneel down and say the Rosary. Yes he made us citizens and helped us face up to life and fight for the freedom of the nation.

As a result I now ask the young people to leave no stone unturned to work for the complete freedom of the 32 counties.
